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05 Looking for Childcare

Begin looking for childcare early. You will have more time
to explore options and more choice of carers. Always use
registered providers who have undergone the necessary
child protection checks. It is recommended that you use a
provider who has insurance cover.

Visit the childcare facilities you are interested in and ask
set questions (see page 19-21 for sample questions).
Take your child with you to see how the carers relate to
him/her.

Ask to see registration and insurance certificates and
Social Services Inspection Reports. For services in the
Pre-School Expansion Programme (PEEP) *, Department
of Education Inspection Reports can also be made
available to you.

Pre-school Education Expansion Programme
This is a government funded scheme which
entitles all children in their pre-school year a
place in funded Early Years centres including:
Playgroups, Day Nurseries or Statutory
Nurseries. These providers offer an early years
curriculum as recommended by the Department
of Education and are inspected by the Education
and Training Inspectorate.

Talk to other parents, Early Years Social Workers,
NIPPA, NICMA, PlayBoard and Childcare Partnership
Development Workers for further guidance and
information. After gathering more information on the
facilities, arrange a second visit at a different time of day
to your first visit. Apply early for a place for your child as
most facilities operate waiting lists. Aim for stability and
continuity of care that will suit your child long-term - do
not rush into a short-term solution.

Trust your instincts about what facilities and carers you
feel are best for you and your child. Do not settle for a
childcare arrangement you are not completely happy
with. When you have decided on childcare, agree hours,
pay and conditions and how to apply for/secure a place.
Get this agreement in writing/a contract. Gradually
introduce your child to the carer/childcare setting and for
increasingly long periods of time so that they are settled
in, especially if you are returning to work.

Prices may vary depending on the type of childcare
setting you choose. You may be entitled to some help in
meeting childcare costs. For more information on Child
Tax Credit and Working Tax Credit you can contact the...

or your local Social Security Office.

If you are worried that your child may have special
needs or a learning disability, contact your GP, Health
Visitor or Social Worker. Whoever you speak to will be
able to get you specialist advice and support. If
required, your Social Services Early Years Team,
Disability Teams, NIPPA, NICMA and PlayBoard may
also be able to advise you of specialised or appropriate
childcare facilities in your area.

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08 What is Registration

Any childcare facility or childminder providing care for
more than 2 hours in any one day is required to be
registered by law. Social Services Early Years Teams
assess the suitability of the provider in 3 key areas:

1 Premises - for Health & Safety

2 Staff - via police, medical and Social Services checks
to ensure individuals are suitable to care for children.

3 Equipment and play environment - to ensure that
it is age appropriate, safe and stimulating.

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10 Types of Registered Childcare Provision

1 Day Nurseries

Day nurseries provide care, play and educational
opportunities for children under compulsory school age.
Some also provide separate after-school care. They are
normally open all year and can provide care on a full or
part-time basis. These nurseries are usually privately
owned and operate on a fee paying basis. Some day
nurseries have funded pre-school places under the Pre-
School Education Expansion Programme (PEERP).
Regulation and guidance recommend that group sizes for
3-4 year olds should not exceed 6-8 children and that
groups of school age children should not exceed 10**.

** Regulations and Guidance recommend appropriate
group sizes for good practice but you may find group
sizes vary from this recommendation.

Group sizes for babies and toddlers are not specified
but small groups are recommended for good practice.

It is expected that there are a minimum of 2 staff per
group at all times and that the following staff ratios should
be adhered to. A minimum of 50% of staff must have
Early Years qualifications.

0-2 years - 1 staff member to every 3 children
2-3 years - 1 staff member to every 4 children
3+ years - 1 staff member to every 8 children

2 Creche
Creches can operate all day but provide flexible short-

term care for children for up to 4 hours at any one time.

Children are usually under compulsory school age.

Staff must have appropriate Early Years
qualifications and the same staff ratios apply as for a
day nursery.

3 Childminders

Childminders provide care for children in their own
home for periods of more than 2 hours per day. They
are self-employed and negotiate fees and terms and
conditions of their service with the childrens’ parents.
These should be formalised in a written agreement or
contract.

There should be no more than 3 children under the age
of 5 years or 6 children under the age of 12 (including the
childminder’s own children) cared for at any one time. It
is advisable that childminders have Public Liability
Insurance.

4 Playgroups

Playgroups offer part-time care and educational
opportunities through play. This is either during a
morning or afternoon session of no more than 4
hours at any one time.

Children attend usually between 3 years and compulsory
school age. Playgroups are staffed by a minimum of 50%
qualified Early Years staff and provide a ratio of 1
member of staff to 8 children.

Some playgroups offer free pre-school places under
the Pre-school Education Expansion Programme
(PEEP).

5 After/Out of School Clubs

After/Out of School Clubs offer care and play
opportunities normally for 2 to 3 hours after school and in
some cases for 1 hour before school. A minimum of 50%
staff must have Early Years or Playwork qualifications.
Staff ratios should be 1 member of staff to every 8
children. It is recommended that group sizes not exceed
10 children under 10 years.

Statutory (School) Nursery Provision

Statutory nursery provision varies and may take the form
of a nursery school, a nursery unit or a nursery class
within a school. They provide part or full time education
for children aged 2-4 years and are run by Education &
Library Boards. They deliver the Early Years curriculum
as outlined by the Department of Education and are
regulated by the Education & Training Inspectorate.
Nursery schools are staffed by a minimum of 1 qualified
teacher and 1 classroom assistant providing a ratio of 1
member of staff to 13 children.

Nannies

A nanny is someone you employ to care for your children
in your own home. You are responsible for carrying out
interviews and checking references regarding the
suitability of the individual and, as their employer, for
paying their NIC and PAYE contributions. Unless a nanny
is caring for more than 2 families in one home at any one
time there is no registration or inspection required. It is
not necessary, but preferable, that they have suitable
Childcare qualifications.

17 Some Indicators of Quality Childcare

Make sure you choose the best quality childcare
provision for your child. Look for the following signs of
good quality:

- Premises should be registered with Social Services
and be pleasant, clean, safe and welcoming.

- With the exception of childminders and nannies, 50%
of staff/carers must be qualified and have had recent
appropriate training. They should be friendly, and
greet both you and your children personally.

- Children should be welcomed irrespective of
culture, ethnicity, disability or special needs.

- Carers/staff should have a warm relationship with

the children, listening and talking to them with
sensitivity and understanding.

There should be a range of age appropriate toys,
equipment, books, displays and evidence of a well
organised programme of activities for the children

Staff/carers should welcome your concerns/views on
how to care for your child and opportunities should be
available to receive regular feedback on your child’s
progress and general development.

Indicators of Quality

- Children should appear happy, relaxed and
‘busy’/occupied.

- There should be clear routines and a calm atmosphere.

- There should be a child-centred atmosphere where all
children are valued and given positive encouragement
for effort and acceptable behaviour.

- There should be arrangements in place to contact
the parents/carer in an emergency.

- Opportunities for safe physical play should be provided
regularly, preferably in an outdoor environment.

TIP

Some childcare facilities have been endorsed by quality
assurance schemes. Contact NIPPA, NICMA, PlayBoard
and/or the Social Services Early Years Team for further
information on accredited providers. Early years
providers in the Pre-school Education Expansion
Programme (PEEP) are subject to inspection by the
Department of Education (DE). Contact DE on (028)

environment.

4 What arrangements are in place for an emergency
situation?

5 What is their attitude to, or policy on, sleeping
arrangements, potty training, acceptable behaviour
dealing with difficult behaviour and television viewing?

6 If food is provided does the facility or carer offer
healthy eating options?

Ask for information and assurances on any other
adults who have regular contact with the children
being cared for but have not undergone Child
Protection checks.
